REQUIREMENTS: 
· At least 1 person is designated as the in-charge first aid attendant, stationed at a first aid post. He/she is responsible for administering first aid and for dispatching any additional first aid attendants

· At least 1 first aid station is required for each event. If the course is particularly long, or there are particularly dangerous sections, then the number of first aid attendants and stations should be increased
· Race volunteers, course marshals, and organization members must have some means of contacting the in-charge first aid attendant (may be done indirectly through a marshal coordinator or the race director)

· First aid attendants must have current certification at the minimum OFA 1 or Standard First Aid (or equivalent), though a higher level is recommended, especially for events more than 10 km away from an ambulance dispatch station

· The in-charge first aid attendant must have a complete first aid kit on site; ice bags are also recommended for heat injuries

· For road cycling events, the first aid attendants must have a means of travelling around the course for road race and time trial events
